Few fellowships

from National Boards in ART is not going to be of any help in this direction. Thus there

is strong case for the private sector to give higher education after MD/ DNB in gynae

in ART. This could be part of two project strategy. Manpower of ART experts will

increase; with the Government focusing on medical tourism in IVF/ surrogacy field,

and private playing leading role in higher education in ART both for training of

doctors and embryology
ICMR guidelines should be passed by special act pf parliament. We strongly feel it

would not only attract investment to the sector, but also boost competition, there by

ensuring quality and accessibility partnership with good foreign IVF centre are also

vital to boost research and skill development.

Higher education in ART should be treated as a key

infrastructure sector for fulfilling the objective of knowledge skill economy.
